SUMMER PREPARATION

Señora Stanton

In order to prepare for the AP Spanish test next year, it is important to maintain your skills over the summer.  As is customary in AP courses, students are expected to complete summer requirements.  The following assignments are to help you practice LISTENING, READING, WRITING, and SPEAKING and are due on the first day of classes.  I recommend that you spend some time each week and don’t procrastinate!!

WRITING
Tell me about your summer by writing me 8 letters of a page in length (approximately 100-150 words).  Show me that you can write about many different topics (weather, free time, activities, travel, personal interests, sports, etc) and that you can write to me at least 2 letters formally (using Usted) and other letters informally (using tú).  I have given you some vocabulary and grammatical guidelines for the letters below.  I recommended that you purchase a Spanish dictionary to use for this writing task and throughout the upcoming year.  Also, you must not use online translators- I know what you know and will not accept “unauthentic” work!

Gramática avanzada

AP writing must include a wide range of verb tenses and present and imperfect subjunctive!!!  Try to include a variety of these in your letters!  Remember-

Expresiones la de la lista larga (Es importante que… Es absurdo que..Es triste que…)

Expresiones de la lista de verbos de emoción, la negación, etc. (Me alegro de que.. Me sorprende que..Quiero que…Ojalá.., )

Verbos de creer/ pensar (No creo que…No pienso que)

La lista corta (NO subjunctive) (Creo que…No es verdad que…)

READING, LISTENING, WRITING
On the AP test, you will be expected to listen and understand native speakers in a variety of genres.  To practice listening, you must complete 12 activities found on:

http://zachary-jones.com/spanish/archives/187   (you can google Actualidades)   or

http://zachary-jones.com/zambombazo/  (the newest version of Actualidades).

These websites have hundreds of music videos, TV clips, art studies, cartoons, internet readings, etc.  You must print out the activities and complete them in detail.  Try to select a wide-range of activities to include some reading, culture, music, and writing.

 
Example- On the Actualidades website, there is a list of topics on the right-hand side.  If  you click on Venezuela under the Países category, you can listen to a video by Hany Kauam “En todas partes”. There is a link to Hoja de trabajo. Print this out, follow the lyrics as you watch the video, and complete the “comparaciones y conexiones” and “ejercicio para ampliar el vocabulario”.  You have now practiced 3 skills- listening, reading, and writing!  You will turn in a packet of your activities on the first day of class.  ¡Qué facil y divertido!

SPEAKING

In AP we will focus on speaking skills to be ready for the 2 speaking sections on the Spanish AP test.   On the first day of class, you must bring 1 object that represents your summer vacation.  You could bring a postcard from a family vacation, a pay stub, a concert ticket, etc.   You need to be prepared to share about your object in a 1 minute presentation.  Ideas:  Why is this object special?  Did you go somewhere?  With whom?  What was your impression?  I recommend that you practice your presentation with a friend or family member a few days before class starts so that you are ready to share with confidence!

In summary, you need to complete:

8 letters to Sra. Stanton

12 website activities

1 speaking presentation
